1. In Florida, how can parents force schools to remove books ? (80 words, +/- 10%)
According to the document, the state of Florida has recently passed a law that allows parents to denounce explicit content in books, particularly related to sex and gender issues. If parents deem a work too shocking, they can read an excerpt from it at a school board meeting : if the reading is interrupted due to the distressing nature of the passage, the school is obliged to remove the entire book from its shelves. This is part of a legislation to prevent “indoctrination“ in children. (85 words).
2. How can children’s books influence their education ? Use concrete examples to answer. (180 words, +/- 10%)
Reading, not only at school but also at home, is an essential part of education, which can influence children in many ways.
First, books teach children about the world, whether it be in an educational way (with books about trees for instance) or through the means of a story. Every good fairy tale comes with a morale, that helps the child to realize the limits between good and evil, as well as the kind of behaviour they will find in society. The Evil Queen in Snow White, for instance, shows what jealousy can lead someone to do, and her ending is a lesson to kids.
They can also have a positive influence by boosting their imagination, as well as providing them with rolemodels. In fact, children tend to identify with the characters in their favorite stories, which can give them goals to reach. However, we should not forget that books reflect society’s best and worst aspects, which could lead children to integrate unfair norms – for instance, should every girl content herself with being a princess waiting for someone to save them ? 
Parents might want to be careful about what books can teach children if they are not put in context !
